The creators of 
the show, Tino and Fortunato Foti, say they designed their “Dreamcatcher” to 
snare the public’s attention and interest. 
 
To do so, they’ve put together a “dream” soundtrack that includes songs such 
as “Magical Mystery Tour,” “Xanadu,” “The Great Gig in the Sky,” “When You 
Wish upon a Star,” and “Somewhere,” to name only a few. Expect pyrotechnics 
featuring dazzling colours and astoundingly precise timing. Foti manufactures 
its fireworks in Australia and in China. Foti International is certainly used to 
world travel: in the early 1950s, Celestino Foti moved his whole family to 
Australia from Italy, where the company got its start in… 1793!
